1 tb Cod or other thick fish fillets, fresh
or frozen,
] 80z, can pineapple chunks ' y
2 tbsp. sugar

4 tsp cornstarch
1 tbsp vinegar

| tbsp soy sauce
1/2 tsp garlic salt

1/2 tsp ginger

1 tbsp cooking oil

| 80z can water chestnuts, drained and sliced

1 cup green pepper strips

1| cup cherry tomato halves or medium size tomato cut in wedges
Fluffy cooked rice

Additional soy sauce

Thaw frozen fish. Cut crosswise into I' slices. Drain pineapple
chunks and save syrup or juice. Addwater to syrup to make one cup of
liquid. Combine liquid, sugar, cornstarch, vinegar, soy sauce, garlic
salt and ginger; stir until lump-free. Heat oil in Chinese wok or 10"
frying pan over moderately high heat. Add fish; cook 3 to 5 min., or
until firm, turning carefully. Add sauce mixture; cook until sauce is
thickened and clear, stirring carefully., Add pineapple chunks, water
chestnuts, green pepper strips and tomatoes; stir carefully to coat
with sauce. Heat and serve immediately over rice with additional soy
sauce. Make three to four servings.
