Valdes, just off   Dibuxante point,
Owikeno shortly thereafter. Four boats
proceed toward Montague Harbour.
Proceeding @ 15knots, 2400rpm.  Flat
water in Pylades Channel. Light breeze,
sunny skies.  Enter Montague Harbour
@ 1430 hrs. Reservations for moorage at
Montague Marina had not been available
for the four boats, but due to some last
minute changes, all four were indeed able
to dock. Happy Hour at the dock. Trays
of  appetizers were very kindly presented
to us by fellow boaters – a Vancouver
company get-together.

Dinner followed at La Berengerie
Restaurant, enjoyed by all, a short walk
up the road from the marina.

6/2/07 Some of us took a short hike
into the Marine Park to get our day
started. Topped up fuel tanks, knowing
that fuel is not available at Port Brown-
ing.

1315hrs
approaching Porlier Pass,
Owikeno had one engine quit.
Fuel filter problem. Serenity
proceeds slowly, awaiting
update from Owikeno. Ralph
is prepared, has the necessary
parts, and fixes the problem.
1340 hrs,Owikeno proceeding
at 18 knots catches Serenity at
Ruxton. Jakarokaa, Granny
Knot go on ahead. All is well.

Serenity tied to dock at Silva
Bay at 1455hrs. Good week-
end was had by all.
